WE are fully aware of the importance of this part of our work to the whole 
Pacific Coast, we have, therefore, most thoroughly canvassed ‘he city, omitting 

no legitimate business, however unimportant it might appear to some, from the 
fact that it will certainly interest others. When the variety and extent of these 

are taken into consideration a faint idea may be formed of the labor and care 
involved in preparing the lists herewith presented.

product reaching $80,000,000. Her ocean commerce extends to Europe, Australia, 

China, the Pacific Islands, Mexico and South America; amounting last year to 

nearly $50,000,000 in exports, while her imports reached $40,000,000. Her inland 

commerce embraces the Pacific States and territories,so-called, whose rapidly increas- 
ing demands can only be supplied by an abundance of capital, and business ability 
of the highest order, both of which are found here. The history of San Franciscu 

is the history of the coast, and we all take a pride in her progress; her future is 
also the future of the coast, for her natural advantage of location, her splendid 

harbor, her far-reaching connections by water and rail will secure to her for al] 

time the metropolitan character she has thus far possessed. Her business men 
ealize, however, that to do this they must keep abreast of the times, ssa a5
