Itwas their plain duty to have inform-
ed the Governor-General in Council that the confidence
which he reposed in Col. Phagre was in their judgment

misplaced. ... Had the circumstances been brought
tonotice at the time they ought to have been, Col
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Phayre would have been at once removed from the
office, before the case became complicated by the
‘Gaekwar's request for s removal The papers
disclosed so serious a state of affairs, that mn the opimon
«of the Governor-General n Council Col Phayre’simmed:
ate removal from office was mmperatiely demanded m
the public interests The removal of an officer who
not only nusunderstands the spint of lus mstructions,
but violates ther plain meaning and letter, who fails to
see his ertors when they are pomnted out, and who 1s
<ensured mn such terms as those quoted 1n paragraph 7
«of their letter,1s calculated to have a salutary, rather
than an inyunous effect.??
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“On the death of the late Fatehsinhrao Gaekwar, for
the purpose of quieting the minds of his wives and fami-
1y, it was agreed that a child should be adopted; but the
said child wag to have no claim to the Gadi, and it was
agreed under the guarantee of the British Government
that the family should receive a provision from the
Gaekwadi Government, but as they now refuse to abide
by these arrangements, the guarantee promised by the
Resident is hereby annufled.”
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“When Fatehsinhrao Gaekwar died, tus wife Radhabar
wished to perform Sat, and for the purpose of dissuad
ng her, Govindrao Gaekwar was brought, but that child
had no claim whatsoever to the property of the State.”
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¢ If I once become thoroughly convinced that His
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Highness ( Malharrao) is incorrigible, [ will permit no
unnecessary delay jn submitting to the Viceroy-in Council
a solemn récommendation, that the Gackwadi State be
saved by the deposer of its ruler and the inanguration of
a minorily or other mode of Government under suitable
conditions,”
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“If I were to point out the most beautiful part of
Ind_xa I ever saw, Ishould fix upon the province of
Gujerat; if I were to decide upon the most delight-
ful part of that province I should without hesitation
prefer the parganas of Baroda and Nadiad. The
crops in the other districts may be equal in vanety
and abundance, but the number of trees which adorn
the roads, the richness of mango topes round the
villages, the size and verdure of the tamarind trees,
clothe the country with uncommon beauty; such
indeed as I never saw to so great an extent, in any
other part of the globe. There is besides a voluptuous
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stillness, a serenity in the atmosphere, and a quiet-
ness in the roads during a moming walk or evening
ride in- the cool seasom, not generally known in
Europe, I am almost tempted to say that the lotus-
covered lakes and their overshadowing banyan trees
have a more cheerful and brilliant appearance than
in the surrounding districts. The sweet variety of the
red, white and blue lotus, gently agitated by the
breeze or moved by the spotted halcyon alighting on
their stalks, with the rails and waterhens lightly
running over the foliage, are altogether lovely.” ?
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“ The minister’s Teport isto a great extent confined
to general observations, and specific statistical 1n-
formation 15 only occasionally given. The reason of
this is to be found in the absolute stute of confusion of
the records of the bast admmnistration. It has not been
posstble even with the greatest efforts, to close the
accounts of the past three years .., ... To give an
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mstance of the utter recklessness that prevailed
there were no lists of the Palace jewellery, estimated
to be worth over four mulions sterling or of the
Palace clothes!

Al these things were placed under seal the day that
Matharrao was arrested and a commuttee of able men
has been for many months engaged in making alist of
them and the hist 1s not yetcomplete! The consequence
of all this drre confusionis that no precise information
¢an be given as to the revenues andexpenditureof the
preceding years nor has it been possible to give an
exact estimate of the income and expenditure of the
comung year
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“It was an exchequer, where extortion was the
assessor, fraud the cashier, confusion the accountant,
concealment the reporter and oblivion the remem
brancer !”
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‘The most scrupulous civility should characterize
his manner and conduct towards others. Every mark
of respect should be acknowledged with an appear-
ance of goodwill and cordiality. A prince should never
say a harsh or rude word to anybody or indulge in sat1-
rical or bantering expressions. A practical joke should
never be permitted. In conversation the prince should
take the lead and should be able to find something to
say beyond mere questions as to health and the
weather.” .
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* On a full consideration of the arcumstances
connected with the grievances of the Sardars and
mulitary classes as already set forth the Commusston
1s of opmuon that the uncertanty of service and the
labihity to summary disrussal  without special cause
or reason, to which these classes appeared to have
been subject at the hands of previous Gaekwars
have been seniously aggravated since the accesston of
